In 2007,
Carbone moved up to shifter-karts and finished sixth in a
field of 17 competitors in the prestigious Supernationals in
Las Vegas. In 2008, he tested Formula BMW, Star Mazda
and F2000 cars before embarking on the Skip Barber
National Championship series tour.

Outside the racecar, Carbone enjoys watching and playing
soccer. He also enjoys preparing salmon pasta, lists The
Fast & The Furious and Scarface as his favorite movies, and
1970s-era Ford Mustangs as his favorite street cars.
